PASTURN S NUTEY

During these past few weeks, we have
reflected on the State of the Parish in 2012. We
began our reflection by seeing ourselves as
a praying community. Of course, from our center
as a praying community flows out our desire to
minister to our community and to the wider
community.

The first of

these ministries is that of
education or the passing on of our faith
tradition to another generation. Our ministry of
education begins with our Pre-School of Religion.
This program meets on most Sundays during
the school year. Starting with children who are
three years old up to those who are five
years old, the program introduces young children

to the idea that God Iloves them very much.
Several times a year, the children come to
Sunday Mass and entertain the congregation

with songs. The program is led by Mrs. Sandy
Hill and the dedicated volunteer teachers and
aides. There are about 6 children in the program.

After the children reached school age,
religious education is continued in the Saint
Vincent de Paul day school or in our Parish

School of Religion. The Parish School of Religion

(PSR) is a program run by the parish to
provide religious education for those children
who attend schools that do not have religion

as part of their curriculum. The PSR program
meets Sunday Morning for the primary grades
and Monday evening for the middle and junior
high grades. The program gives special emphasis
to the preparation of First Communion and
Confirmation. There are about 40 children involved
in the program and it is led by Ms. Virginia
Hueter and volunteer teachers.

The largest and most expensive educational
program (about $1,000.000.00) is that of Saint
Vincent de Paul School. Our student body is
about 180 students who come from different
faiths, neighborhoods, and family backgrounds.
Our parish school is 88 vyears old and has

carried on the proud tradition envisioned by the
founders of our parish family.

Our parish school is led by our principal,
Ms. Denise King and a faculty of 16 dedicated
teachers. Our academic program includes both
computer and music classes. Besides the
academic program, we have an extended care
program before and after school. Also, we have
a hot lunch program for our students.

The challenges facing our educational endeavor
on all levels are many. First, because many of
our programs are based on volunteer help, there

is always a need for help in the various
programs. Also, in times past, many of these
programs were taught and organized by a priest
or a Sister. Currently, we have to rely on many
other individuals to shoulder the burden of
these programs. Our second challenge is financial
to our day school. The day school, finances are
based on three sources, funding from the State
of Ohio, tuition, and funding from the parish. In
these days of declining tax revenues, the funding
level is always a great concern for our school.

Also, much of the parish funding flows from
our endowment, during the times when the
investment outlook is not very good, we have

been forced
endowment to
expense.
